Rules & Regulations

1. Contestants must be registered and entry fee of $200.00
paid to Sterling Harbor before 7:00 am on July 10th.

2. Registration before June 30, 2004 makes you eligible for
the drawing for one FREE “Duke of Fluke” 2005
Tournament entry valued at $200.00.  One (1) T-Shirt
included with entry Fee.

3. All fish must be caught on a rod and reel.  One rod per
angler.

4. Limit of four (4) anglers per boat.

5. All boats must check in at the intracoastal waterway in
front of Shawcrest Marina or Sterling Harbor Marina at
7:30 am the day of the tournament for a shotgun start.

6. Contestants may fish any area including the Ocean,
Delaware Bay, and back waters.

7. Entries for combined weight may include fish caught by
all contestants from each boat, total of five (5) fish.

8. Prize winning fish for the heaviest entries may not be entered
for combined weight.  Winning fish becomes the property of
Sterling Harbor for promotional purposes.

9. All Fluke for single heaviest entry must be weighed in
alive.  NO EXCEPTIONS.

10. All contestants must weigh in their own fish at Sterling
Harbor by 5:00 pm.  NO EXCEPTIONS.

6. Contestants may fish any area including the Ocean,
Delaware Bay, and back waters.

7. Entries for combined weight may include fish caught by
all contestants from each boat, total of five (5) fish.
